On September 23, VeoRide released 
electric scooters onto the A-State 
campus. The scooters came with a bell, 
a compass, LED lights on the bottom, 
and a set of rules outlined by both 
VeoRide and the chancellor. 

Here are some of A-State’s rules 
for scooter riding on campus, more of 
which can be found online at www.
astate.edu/a/scooter/index.dot:

•	 Electric scooters should only be 
operated where bicycle traffic is 
permitted.

•	 Use of traditional sidewalks, 
especially those less than 8 feet 
wide, is strongly discouraged for 
two-wheel traffic. 

•	 DO NOT park scooters in the 
right of way for pedestrians 

or other vehicle operators. 
DO NOT park scooters near 
doors, entryways or in any 
manner that impedes an ADA 
accommodation such as a ramp 
or accessibility door.

•	 Scooters are intended to be 
single rider vehicles. Do alert 
pedestrians and others as you 
pass. Do pass on the left side of 
the pathways.

Despite these rules being available 
to all students on campus, there have 
been reports of students partaking 
in irresponsible behavior with the 
scooters. One student, who I will keep 
anonymous for his own sake, fell off 
one of the scooters and shattered his 
knee cap within the first week of the 
scooters being out on campus. I have 
also regularly seen students racing each 
other through the Northpark Quads 
parking lot at night. 

I am not the only one concerned 
about the usage of the scooters on 
campus. “If a person on a scooter does 
not have the appropriate measure to 
warn a driver of their presence, they 
could...get hit by a car and it would be 
their fault,” says Brittany Ditto, a music 
education major who complained in the 
A-State app about students riding their 
scooters in parking lots while people are 
trying to park their cars.

more responsible on the scooters,” says 
Brianne Allen, a student venting about 
nearly being run over by other students 
using the scooters.

“All we want is for the few people who 
are causing problems and endangering 
others to take more care, or else the 
entire scooter program may be put into 

jeopardy,” says Joel Haynes, a business 
major who participated in many 
discussions about the scooters in the 
A-State app.

None of us are trying to keep anyone 
from having fun, but safety is important 
for all students on campus. Please be 
more careful and considerate when 
using the scooters. And while we’re at 
it, please don’t park them in the bike 
racks, either.
