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Missouri Republican Retaliates Against
“Drag Queen Storytime”

A Missouri lawmaker in-
troduced a bill in January
that could imprison librar-
ians for allowing minors to
access ‘“age-inappropriate”
materials.

Rep. Ben Baker proposed
the “Parental Oversight
of Public Libraries Act,”
which would require librar-
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Rep. Ben Baker of and isnt appropriate for
Missouri minors to access. This bill
came in response to “Drag
Queen Storytime” events, where libraries invite
drag queens to read books to children.
The bill wouldn’t necessarily ban the determined
age-inappropriate books, but would remove
them from public access by minors. Specifically,
the bill refers to “sexual material,” and states that
the board would be determining what of this is

age appropriate and inappropriate.

“The main thing is, I want to be able to take
my kids to a library and make sure they’re in a
safe environment, and that they’re not gonna be
exposed to something that is objectionable ma-
terial,” Baker said to KOAM News Now. “Un-
fortunately, there are some libraries in the state
of Missouri that have done this. And that’s a
problem.”

The bill upset both librarians and drag queens.
Carrie Cline, director of the Neosho Newton
County Library, shared with KOAM that the
American Library Association is aware of the bill
on a federal level.

Drag queens are planning a protest to be held
at the Missouri state capitol in Jefterson City at
noon on March 7. The goal is to show lawmak-
ers that drag queens aren’t monsters. The protest
calls for drag queens and their supporters to par-
ticipate.

“You're talking about people in big, poofy dress-
es telling stories in funny voices and trying to
get kids interested in reading, which I think we
should all want,” Tanner Rambo of Ultimate En-
tertainers LLC said to Springfield News-Leader.

Photo ID Should Not

Throughout history, the people in power have
tried to prevent certain types of people from vot-
ing. After the Civil War, this involved poll taxes
and literacy exams. While many people think
voter suppression has ended, this is unfortunately
false. Voter suppression exists in the south, and it
should be fixed.

Voter IDs were first required in 1950. At the
time, a photograph was not necessary. Any doc-
ument with the name of the voter was adequate.
In the “70s, Hawaii, Texas and Florida began re-
quiring IDs, and Alaska joined this in 1980.

Jim Gilmore, former governor of Virginia, at-
tempted to start a program that required voters
to show ID in 1999. Democrats and the NAACP
blocked the initiative, which was also stopped by
a court order.

Republican-dominated states continue to
push for voter ID laws, despite the fact that this
plague of “voter fraud” is incredibly rare.

You can get a
photo ID that isn't a driver’s license through the
government, but it costs money. A student ID is
a photo ID, but not everyone has the money to
go to college.

So how cool are we with being the state on the
wrong side of history? We got through the Jim
Crow laws, the poll tax, how long will we let this
version stand? How long until equality actually
means something? Sure, the state said no more.
But not everyone agreed. Do you?
