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Hermana y Hermano kicks-off Hispanic Heritage

Hermana y  Hermano
(H&H) collaborated  with
Hermandad De Sigma Iota
Alpha Incorporada (SIA), the
Multicultural Center and the
Student Activities Board (SAB)
to celebrate the beginning of
Hispanic  Heritage Month.

“El Grito” is a tradition
marking the start of Mexican
Independence Day celebrations.
The holiday, translating to “the
scream,” typically consists of
a presidential ringing of the
same bell the father of Mexican
independence, Miguel Hidalgo
y Costilla, rang in 1810 to signify
a revolution against the Spanish.

In honor of El Grito,
H&H, with the help of
other student organizations,
planned an event to celebrate
and educate students about
Hispanic history and culture
at Arkansas State University.

The event took place in the
Heritage Plaza Lawn outside
the Reng Student Union and
featured Latin music, authentic
Mexican cuisine catered by the
Casa Maya restaurant, a zumba
dance lesson and a Hispanic
Heritage Hunt, with the winner
receiving a free merchandise bag.

The scavenger hunt allowed
students to learn more about
Hispanic culture through trivia,
historical facts and educational
material as well as information
about the collaborating
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organizations present.
Heidy Bulbarela-
Hernandez, a senior graphic
design major from Stuttgart,
Arkansas, is the president
of H&H and vice president
for SIA. She said the event
means a lot to her as president
because  the  organization
is undergoing changes.
“We are expanding to be a
Latin cultural club so we want
to host more international
students and just anyone
who is interested in Latin
culture,” Bulbarela-Hernandez
said. “I think this month is
very important to us in our
expansion and  awareness.”
Bulbarela-Hernandez  said
El Grito encompasses various
aspects of Hispanic culture such
as music, food and style of dance.
“It just means a lot that
we get to share that with the
public and just have fun with
it,” Bulbarela-Hernandez said.
The event allowed campus
student connections through
learning about peoples’ cultures
and  historical  celebrations.
Braylan Childs, a senior
exercise science major from
Jonesboro,is the arts and cultural
director for SAB. In this role,
he is responsible for organizing
and planning cultural and
traditional events. He said the
collaboration originated from
an invitation from SIA, which
led to the successful event of
fun and exciting activities.

Taysia Johnson, a senior
interdisciplinary studies

major with an emphasis in
education and liberal arts from
Jonesboro, is an ambassador
for the Multicultural Center.
She said this year they want
to increase collaboration
with  other  organizations
to involve more students in
campus activities and events.

“We (all the organizations
involved with collaborating)
came up with the idea of
doing the El Grito event so

we could bring in a lot of
people together and to just get
different students to interact
with one another,” Johnson said.

Johnson said that the
A-State campus is growing,
and that various cultures are
increasing in the campus
community too because of it.

“Events like this allows us to
see what everyone does different
and see where we can support
each other,” Johnson said.

The El Grito event allowed
students in the A-State
community to build connections

in sharing with each other
of their heritage and culture.

“There’s lot of diversity on
campus and we don't necessarily
intermingle,”  Childs  said.
“So, having an opportunity
to hang out and learn a little
bit about the other cultures
on campus is just really good
to see come to fruition.”

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Three new exhibitions open at Bradbury Art Museum

The Bradbury Art Museum
opened three new exhibitions
last Thursday: “Contemporary
Classic,”  “Overture” and
“Meaningful Disruption.”

Contemporary Classic:

This  exhibition  brought
together a group of five artists
whose work aims to reference
and revisit different visual
narratives  throughout  art
history. The particular focus
was on classics from art history
that had prominent impacts,
both positive and negative, on
future generations of artists.

Angela  Fraleigh, current
Professor of Art at Moravian
University, said her work aims
to create a more complex and
inclusive lineage for women.

“My work weaves together
realism and abstraction in
layered  compositions  that
range from intimate portraits to
monumental figurative paintings
that reimagine and re-signify
women’s roles in literature,
art history and contemporary
media.” Fraleigh said.

Klaire Lockheart, an

artist from Vermillion, South

Dakota, said she aims to
counterbalance arbitrary
gender roles in art history
through her own invention; the
“brodalisque,” which combines
‘bro’with ‘odalisque, which is an
enslaved woman or concubine.

With  this,  Lockheart
said she hopes to challenge
traditional patriarchal values
of Western civilization.

“I painstakingly ~ paint

by Rossetti.
masculine men in the languid
poses of odalisques and

Venuses,” Lockheart said. “If my
brodalisques aren’t praised for
their form, beauty and esoteric
artsy themes, then the worth of
the countless depictions of nude
women should be reevaluated.”

collage painter from Monroe,
Louisiana, said that his work
is geared toward the black
experience and aims to bring
different generations together.

“I strive to bridge the gap
between the older and younger
generations by  exploring
and uncovering factors that

contributed to the unfortunate
relationship breakdown
between the two,” Shell said.
